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Sexual Strategist Theory, Third-Person
Effect, Gender and Support for
Restriction of Pornography

ABSTRACT

In this study, we propose that sexual strategies theory developed
from sexual selection theory and evolutionary psychology can be
used to elaborate the relationship among gender, third-person effect
and support for restriction of pornography. From data gathered in a
survey of 1858 Taiwan high school students, a model is constructed
to depict these relationships. Although both male and female
subjects perceived pornography to have greater negative influence
on others and on themselves, females perceived greater negative
effects of pornography on others than did males respondents.
Findings also supported the hypotheses that gender and perceived
negative effects are related to an attitude that favors control of
pbrnography.
