. This study examines the relationship among gender, third-person effect
and support for restriction of pornography on the Internet, The results of the
study indicate that most male and female respondents perceive Internet
pornography to have a greater negative influence on others than on
themselves. The results also show that female respondents tend to perceive

greater negative cffects of Internet pornography on other males than on other

females, and are more willing to support restrictions of pomography on the

Internet. More importantly, this smdjr contributes to the growing literature on
| third-person effect by demonstrating that perccived effects of Intemet
| pornography on other males is a better predictor of support for restriction of

pomnography on the Internet than perceived effects on other females.
